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CD Cover Replication

In this assignment you are going to be replicating and enlarging a CD cover with graphite pencil.

CD covers are 12x12cm; your drawing must be a minimum of 24 x 24cm.

The Process:

Step 1: Choose a CD cover that you like with the following:

· A good range of value

· Various interesting shapes and forms

Step 2: Do a grid transfer of your CD cover
· Make a 6 x 6 grid on your CD cover (each box will be 2 x 2cm)

· On your good copy, make a 6 x 6 grid (each box must be 4 x 4cm)

· Draw the contents of each box from your CD cover onto your drawing

· Be sure to press lightly, as you are only outlining these shapes

· Do not transfer any text on the CD cover, we are only concerned with the image

Step 3: Shading Value

· Begin to shade your drawing, starting with the lightest tints and working your way to dark shades

· Remember to sharpen your pencil often and do not press hard

· Be aware of how you hold your hold your pencil; you do not want to smudge already shaded areas with your hand

Step 4: Matting

· Your teacher will provide you with the construction paper when your drawing is finished

· Cover the back of your drawing with a think layer of rubber cement

· Place the drawing in the middle of your matt

· Measure to make sure it is centered and square before pressing down

· Finally, cement the drawing to the matt
