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The Group of Seven: Painting Assignment

Planning & Rough Work:

· Select one of the five provided images that you wish to replicate

· Mark a border that’s the same proportions as your canvas (length & width), in your sketchbook

· Using graphite pencil, lightly block in your drawing using inner and outer contour lines

· Use pencil crayon to colour in your image

· Lightly layer the pencil crayons to match colours to the original images

· Begin with the background, and build your way to the foreground

· When finished, label your artwork as follows: After Artist’s Full Name, Title. Medium, Year of Creation.

· Eg. After Tom Thompson, The West Wind. Oil on canvas, 1926.

· Titling it with the word “after” gives credit to the original artist

Painting

· Once your drawing is completed and approved, begin your good copy by doing another grid transfer from your sketchbook drawing to your canvas

· Do a base wash of yellow or red tempera paint

· Begin to build your background wish large layers of colour and build your way to the foreground

· Take time mixing your paint, you’ll want to match the colours as accurately as possible

· Remember that temp usually dries darker than it is wet. You may want to dry a dab of paint prior to applying it to your canvas

· Pay attention to the devices we reviewed in class to create a sense of depth

· Imitate the Impressionistic brush stroke of the work you are reproducing
