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Jewelry Assignment

For this assignment you will make 3 bracelets (one hemp, one embroidery, and one beaded). You may simplify one of the bracelets into a keychain. If you wish to make a necklace, you may; however, you will be required to bring in your own supplies for the necklace. For this project, the class will supply large and small beads; you may substitute the ceramic beads you made if desired.

Hemp Bracelet Instructions:

· Begin by getting 2 strands of hemp (1 wingspan for one, the other should be a little longer than your wrist)

· Fold both strands in half and tie a knot at the middle point, leaving a small loop at the top

(This loop will take the place of a clasp when the bracelet is finished)

· Use a safety pin to fix the looped end of your bracelet to a backpack or your pant-leg

(This keeps the bracelet steady so you can tie knots)

· The following knot will make a flat design
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Keep your two shorter strands in the middle, with the longer strands to the right and left.
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Take the right strand and go over the interior, and under the left strand.
	Take the left strand, loop it behind the interior, and through the loop (over then under the other side). 
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              Pull tight to finish the knot.


· Repeat this knot to make a flat bracelet.

· You can plan where to put beads with by marking your interior strands with a marker 

· To place a bead, thread the interior strands through it and tie the above knot with the remaining strands 

· Place a bead that snugly fits through your initial loop at the end of your bracelet, to finish the clasp.

Embroidery Bracelet Instructions:

· Decide which kind of bracelet you’re going to create to cut the appropriate amount of embroidery thread

· The “4 Knot” (demonstrated in class) will make a staircase when tied around multiple strands

· To create a flat bracelet, tie the “4 Knot” around individual strands moving from one side to the other

· You can repeat knots on one strand to thicken your colour bars or you can change strands midway through to change colours

· Measure and cut the required amount of wire

· Securely attach your hook clasp

· Plan a bead pattern and thread the wire through the beads in the proper order

· Finish by attaching the final clasp
