Identify the mood of the piece and justify your opinion with reference to elements of the work.

Infer what you think this piece suggests, and explain why you think this.

Why did the artist use these specific elements of design to communicate their message?
	
	

	Judgment:

Considering your inference about the purpose of the work, judge whether or not the piece is successful in fulfilling the artist’s purpose in painting it.
	
	


Once your point form analysis of each piece is complete, you are to write a comparative paragraph, analyzing the works, based on the inferences that you’ve made in the interpretation and judgment stages. Consider the following prompts to guide your analysis:

· How do the pieces relate to each other and art movements of the time?

· Which elements of design do the two paintings share? Where do they differ?

· Which painting is stronger compositionally? Why?

· What is the meaning or purpose of each piece?

· Which is a more accurate representation of Canadian landscape? Why?

· How does the mood affect the audience’s interpretation of Canadian landscapes?

· Which piece is more successful? Why?
