A symbol is a tangible item that represents something greater. Some symbols can develop as their condition or uses change throughout a text.
ie. 
a lion represents courage

a plug represents 




a sketchbook represents 






a dumbbell represents 




How to analyze a symbol:

1. identify the symbol and what it represents

2. examine the physical properties of that symbol and infer what these traits represent
3. explain how you’ve drawn these conclusions

4. provide proof from the text (page #'s!)
