1. Define the term “stealth marketing.” How does the “top down” affect work? Why is this so crucial to stealth marketing? What is icon status, and why is it so desirable to the Joneses?

2. What does the phrase “Keeping up with the Joneses” mean? How relevant is this to the movie, your own life, and North American culture? What problems does this mentality pose for society?

3. Consider the role that family plays within The Joneses. Why do the Joneses not work as a family? Are there any positive examples of familial relationships within the movie?

4. How true are the boss’ words when she says, “if people want you, they’ll want what you’ve got?” What instances of this have you seen in your own life? 
5. Describe Steve’s character. Why does he not take sales advice humbly? Also consider Steve’s struggles with his identity in this new life. Why can he not continue past the final tragedy? 

6. Identity is a central topic in The Joneses. Determine which family member struggles the most with their false life, providing references to the movie. In what ways do you relate with this character?
