Sketch Book Title Page

Instructions:
You will be creating a mixed-media title page for your sketchbook, in which you use both drawing and collage. Your title page must emphasize the following information:

· Your name

· The word “Art”

· Some of your personal interests (not just art)

Planning:

·  Begin by cutting out pictures that interest you (you’ll need a lot)

· Be sure to leave yourself extra space around the pictures so you can rip, tear or cut them later as needed

· Next, sketch 3 different 4” x 5” rough drafts of where you would like all of the text and images on a scrap piece of paper

· Your goal is to emphasize 3 well positioned focal points on the page

· 1 of these focal points should say art, another one should say your name

· Remember the rule of 1/3s

· Label each drawing. Which parts of your title page are collage, and which are hand drawn?

· Finally, have your favourite arrangement approved by the teacher before beginning on your good copy

Final Draft:

· Use the second page of your sketchbook (because the first is always more prone to smudging)

· Lightly outline all the areas that are going to be covered by collage

· Next, complete the drawing portion of your title page

· You can use graphite or coloured pencils

· Make sure you get a good range of value

· Do not rush, and be careful not to smudge things with your hands

· Once your drawing is completed, prepare your clippings to be glued down

· Tear, rip and cut different edges to get a good amount of texture

· Use watered down white glue, or a glue stick to paste your pictures to the collage

· Remember to start with the background and work your way to the foreground

· Overlapping images creates a good sense of unity
