Promptbook Assignment

Instructions:
In a group you will be creating a promptbook for a scene (or a portion of a long scene) from the play, and performing your scene to the class in complete costume with the use of props. Your scene must be appropriated to a modern interpretation; replacing the old text with new lines, while keeping the same meaning.  

Scene Options:

1. I, i – Servants Fight (6-7 People)

2. I, iv – Montagues Crash the Party  (3 People)

3. I, v – Capulet’s Party (2-5 People)

4. II, ii – Balcony Scene (2 People)

5. II, iv – Wedding Plans (4-5 People)

6. 
II, v – Wedding Plans pt. 2 (2 People)

7. III, i – The Lords Fight (4-5 People)

8. III, ii – Juliet Learns of Tybalt’s Death (2 People)

9. III, v – Wedding Night-Morning-After (3-4 People)

10. V, iii – The Death Scene (3-6 People)

Planning:

· Choose a group based on the scene you wish to present.

· Each person in the group must have a speaking role.

· Choose a new theme for your scene (mythological, fantasy, city life, cartoon characters, etc.)

· Discuss how these changes will affect your characters’ appearances.

· Review the lines and set a tone for each line.

· Discuss the props you will need for your set and individual characters.

Promptbook:

The promptbook is the written portion that you will submit for this assignment. Your promptbook must consist of the following:

1. Title Page

2. Table of Contents

3. Revised Lines beside the Original Text, including:

a. Changes in lines

b. Tone Directions

c. Stage directions beside old text

4. Costume design sketches for each character

5. Set Design

6. Prop List

7. Company Report: a 1 page write up explaining your theme and the reason for your changes 

(MLA formatted, 1 per group, outline given in class)

8. Character Report: a 1 page write up explaining your creative decisions portraying your character 

(MLA Formatted, 1 per group member, outline given in class)

9. Your evaluation page

Presentation:

· You will present your scene to the class in full costume with props on your presentation date. 

· It is expected that each actor have their lines memorized and present off script. 

· Students may have another student prompt them from the audience if they forget their lines. 
· As always, if a student is absent  your group must carry on without them. You may use a stand-in if the absent student’s role is imperative to the scene.
