Play 

Our class will be acting out A Midsummer Night’s Dream on Facebook! You will be assigned a character for which you must make a facebook account and post on the BignellMSND wall.

Each person must play a role & post on http://www.facebook.com/BignellMSND daily, whether your character is in the scene we read or not.
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Your Purpose:
· Analyze your character’s motivations and relationships to other characters to better portray your character and respond accordingly.

· Be concise. Facebook and Twitter interactions are much more concise than Shakespeare’s play. You need to find innovative ways to express your character’s opinions.

· Translate your character’s lines as best you can. Try to use common everyday language that will be easy for your audience to understand. You do not have to go line for line with Shakespeare’s text– rephrase and summarize.

· Unlike a traditional performance you are not bound by the strict text that Shakespeare has written! You may create reflections and thoughts characters might express outside the scenes we would traditionally see on stage. ‘Read between the lines’ so to speak and express what some characters might say if given the chance.

· Improvise! Don’t stick to the script. Remember this is your adaptation of this play and you have final say in how it should be performed. 

· Leverage the medium – the internet allows you to link to pictures, articles and videos. Rather than saying what you think - how might your lines be better communicated through a link to an image, article or video.

· Have fun! Shakespeare’s plays have always been designed to entertain (and this play is a comedy) so using humour (in good taste) and being creative in how you portray a character is very important. 


Theatre Report


After the play, you’re to write a two-page reflection explaining the creative choices you’ve made in presenting your character.

· Introduce your character, their role in the play, and any creative twists you’ve added to your portrayal of that character.

· Include three of your postings from our facebook group in the report.

· Analyze each post individually; explain what insights you’ve given in these posts.

· Explain the reasoning behind any images or hyperlinks that your character has posted.

· To conclude reflect on how this activity has influenced your understanding of the play. How has it helped, or hindered your understanding of Shakespeare, the play, or the roles in theatre.

· Finally, use MLA formatting, and include any images, links, or screenshots of your posts.
