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ENG 1DI Culminating Activities

The First Step: Novel Selection

· Begin by choosing and reading one of the novels from the cart designated for this assignment in the school library. Each novel shares the topic of “the outsider.” 

Part 1: Reader’s Notes
DUE:
· Keep Reader’s Notes on the novel as you read

· Your Reader’s Notes should include the following:

· Character Developments

· Setting (Time, Place, and Atmosphere)

· Conflict

· Literary Devices

· Theme

· Significant Quotations

· You have 2 options for organizing your notes:

· Option 1: Chapter by chapter, colour coding the topics (i.e. Conflict = Red)

· Option 2: Have one page designated for each topic

· Regardless of the option you choose, your page and chapter numbers must be clearly labeled

· Follow your reading schedule and plan to have the novel finished well before the due date in order to allow time to organize your Reader’s Notes.
Part 2: Letter to the Editor
DUE:
Instructions:

· You are writing a letter to the editor of the a fictional newspaper inspired by your novel voicing the concerns of a specific character

· Write from your character’s perspective in his/her own voice, making an effective persuasive appeal about the concerns he/she has specifically.

Your letter must include the following:

· A persuasive appeal using ethos, pathos, and logos – one method for each paragraph, leaving your most persuasive to the end.

· Finish with a call to action
· In each paragraph, use textual references, paraphrased with page numbers

· Format: Mamas don’t act the way mine always did (234).

· Proper formatting (as shown in class)

· Your character’s signature
· 1 page in length. I will stop reading at the end of the first page and any additional information will not be evaluated

· You must show evidence of the following:

· Planning

· Rough Draft(s)

· Revision/Editing

Part 3: Media Creation
DUE:
Select ONE of the following creative options to complete:

1. Time Capsule

· Assume the persona of one characters from your novel

· Create a time capsule containing at least 10 distinct items relevant to him/her

· Place these items in a container that would also represent the character and time period (you may end up decorating the container yourself)

· Mementos may include letters, photos, personal items, etc.

· You may use actual items from the novel, or items you think would be fitting based on his/her experiences and character

· On a separate, typed paper, explain the significance of each item with textual references (use bolded headings and bullets – do NOT use paragraph form)

(Part 3 Continued)
2. Board Game

· Create a board game based on the adventures, characters, and issues from your novel

· The game must consist of a board, pieces, and a detailed rulebook wherein you explain the rules and why the game is significant to the book

· The more original your game is, the better (Please do not rework Monopoly for your novel, for example)

3. Advertising Campaign

· Create an advertising campaign, consisting of 3 advertisements for products or services that appear in your novel

· Each must be aimed at a separate target audience, and you must specify what audience will receive the advertisement

· Each ad must use different images, language, and persuasive techniques to appeal to the target audience

· You must use three different media (i.e. poster, radio, television storyboard, pamphlet/flyer, online sidebar ad, etc.)

· Each advertisement must be 8.5x11” (visual ad), or fill 1 minute of radio/TV airtime

4. Informational Pamphlet

· Create an information pamphlet that examines a major and controversial issue in your novel

· If your issue is racism, you may not do this option

· The pamphlet must include the following:

	· Headings

· Subheadings

· Picture / diagrams to support your ideas
	· Statistics

· Page references from your novel

· A Works Cited section on the back panel


· The pamphlet should be organized and not include large chunks of text

· Note: This option requires ample research from credible (not Wikipedia) sources

5. Photo Essay

· Track the development of one character in your novel through a photo essay

· The essay will include 12 photos beginning with the character at the start of your novel and tracking his/her progression through to the end

· The photos must be thoughtfully symbolic of the character’s development

· Each photo must include a caption, which includes a description of the change and a page reference.

· You decide how you’d like to present the photos, but layout and quality of the display must be thoughtful

· The pictures must be your own; that said, any images that look to be from another source will be considered plagiarism.  

6. Comic Book

· Create a 5-page comic book that depicts events, characters, conflicts, and other issues in your novel

· The book should include the following

· Dialogue taken directly from the novel followed by page numbers in brackets

· Original illustrations or photos taken by you

· Proper grammar, spelling, punctuation, etc.

· Special attention must be made to establishing consistent atmosphere between the image and the text (i.e. do not depict an argument with bright colours)

· You can design your comic book by hand, or use comic life (available on school computers)
7. Your Choice
· Must be approved by the teacher
Part 4: The Presentation
DUE:
· As the final component of the Culminating Unit, you will be presenting your media piece to the class.

· Your presentation must include the following:

· A brief summary of the novel (2-5 sentences)

· A thorough explanation of the media piece itself

· Connect your media piece to the novel

· Explain choices you have made in your media piece such as design, use of colour, symbolism, etc.

· The presentation is 7-10 minutes in length

· You must be dressed appropriately and use appropriate tone and language – use your presentation as a chance to draw the audience into the experience of your novel; if language and tone means assuming a character’s identity, then do so.
