Character Development
Character development makes characters in a story more believable, which causes readers to sympathize with characters and builds suspense.
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Characters can be defined by what they…

Direct Characterization occurs when an author tells readers something directly about the character’s personality, looks, ability, etc..

Indirect characterization occurs when a character does or says something and the audience infers what this tells readers about their personality.

Characters can also be defined as…
Static (or flat): Does not change during the course of the narrative

Dynamic (or round)
· Occurs when the protagonist goes through significant change DURING the story.

· Characters may start off good and end bad.

· Dynamic characters are different than realistic characters in that the shift is definite and the two sides do not exist simultaneously.
