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Clay Animal Mugs

You will be making a ceramic coffee mug and stir stick, which is fashioned to look like an animal.

Preparation:

· To begin, choose an animal to fashion your mug and stir stick after.

· Make 3 rough thumbnail sketches. Try having different elements of that animal appear in different ways. (ie. The handle could be a snout, tail, trunk, branch, etc.).

· When you’ve finished 3 rough sketches, have 1 approved by the teacher and proceed to make 6 annotated sketches.

· Since this is a sculpture, you need to picture it from every angle.

· Draw it from the top, bottom, and 4 sides.

· Add colour and texture to your sketches.

· When your annotated sketches are approved you will receive a slab of clay.

Sculpting:

· Use the coil technique to build your mug.

· Wedge your clay, and then work it into a long, narrow roll.

· Coil your clay around to form the base of your mug, and then continue coiling to build it up.

· Remember to score and slip the connecting edges of your coils to add stability.

· When the base of your mug is finished, use slip to smoothen out the edges.

· Add any extra features (fins, tails, etc.) to your mug.

· As your mug & stir stick become leather-hard, sue a fine tipped object to add texture .

Storing:

· Wrap your clay in moist paper towel.

· Wrap that in a plastic bag, making sure no air is in it.

· Tie off the bag, and store your clay in a cubbyhole in the back of the room.

· Always be sure to clean your desk and any containers you’ve used before leaving class.
