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Clay Gargoyle

Traditional gargoyles are statues that adorn a wall or rooftop. You will be creating a modern gargoyle container with a removable lid. Your creation must consist of a statue figure, which can be a favourite cartoon figure or your own imaginative creation, and a container for it to sit upon. The gargoyle will act as a lid for your container. The container will be made with the pinch-pot technique.

Planning:

Your sculpture is a three-dimensional form; therefore you must plan it out from every angle.

· Begin by sketching your gargoyle and container from the following three angles:

Top, front & back (To ensure you’ve worked out all angles, you can do the right and left as well).

· Your drawings must be one quarter of a page

· Your sketches must be in full colour with pencil crayon

· Use value to illustrate the various reliefs in your sculpture

Sculpting:

When your sketches have been approved you will receive a slab of clay to begin your sculpture.

Pinch Pot Technique
· Wedge your clay, and then work it into two spheres.

· Push your thumb into the middle of one sphere and pinch the edges to make a bowl shape.

Repeat this step with both spheres.

· Score and slip the edges of the bowls and connect them, smoothening edges as you go.

· Finally, use a clay knife to cut out the lid of your container.

The Gargoyle:
· Once your container is finished, fashion a gargoyle on top of the lid.

· Make sure your lid is easily removed, as clay will shrink approximately 10% when fired.

· As your sculpture becomes leather-hard be sure to add appropriate textures.

Storing:

To keep your clay from drying out, follow these storing instructions:

· Wrap your clay in moist paper towel.

· Wrap that in a plastic bag, making sure no air is in it.

· Tie off the bag, label it with your name & store your clay in a cubbyhole.

· Always be sure to clean your desk and any containers you’ve used before leaving class.

Painting:

Once your container has been fired once, it will be ready for painting. 

· Paint 3 layers of tempera on each portion of your container for a solid and smooth finish. 

· Make sure you leave enough time in-between layers to dry.

· Your work is a three-dimensional form, do your best to keep paint smooth and even.
