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Clay Beads

You will be making a minimum of 3 low-relief clay beads to be used in jewelry making. These beads will be used in necklaces, bracelets, and earrings, so planning and sound construction is essential for their outcome and usability.

Instructions:

· Begin by making 3 rough sketches for your each piece of jewelry (9 in total)

· Consider your use of shapes (geometric, organic), and texture and pattern

· Do you want a unifying element to all of your pieces? What will that be?

· What size & shape will they take? A round bead, or a flat, low-relief pendant for a necklace?

· Of your 3 pieces you should use a minimum of 2 different sizes.

· Which patterns and textures will you use?

· When your rough drawing have been approved you will receive a small slab of clay

· Begin by wedging your clay, kneading it to get all of the bubbles out

· Be sure to score and slip clay when adding new pieces to your jewelry

· Make use of slab and coil techniques when needed

· When your basic shape is completed, add smoothen out your bead and add texture where needed

· Finally, make sure every bead has some form of hole that can be used to string it to jewelry

Storing Instructions:

Clay is most malleable when moist, so it must be stored appropriately so you can continue working with it at a later time.

· Wrap your clay in moist paper towel

· Wrap that in a plastic bag, making sure no air is in it

· Tie off the bag, and store your clay in a cubby hole in the back of the room

· Always be sure to clean your desk and any containers you’ve used before leaving class
