What you can expect:
This course will revisit the elements and principles of design, without which your crafts will look home made, not hand made. You will learn about the colour wheel and how to use it when planning your schemes. You will learn creation techniques such as collage, embroidery, stenciling, stamping, stained glass and paper engineering. You will acquire skills such as measuring, using a knife safely, working with hot glue guns and heat guns to produce work that is not only artistic, but well crafted. Finally, students will also obtain an introduction to art history based on location and culture of the crafts origins.

	Rules:
	· Follow all school rules as outlined in the student handbook- including dress code and cell phone usage.

· It is Preston High School Policy that all major assignments will receive a late penalty of 10% from the value of the assignment. A Department CUT OFF date will be assigned for each assignment. Assignments handed in after the cutoff date will receive a ZERO.

	Environment:
	· Maintain a clean personal working space & general classroom- you will also be placed in a clean-up group and participation is mandatory.

· Place personal belongings under tables- not in the aisles.

· No food or drinks in the classroom except water.  No water in the darkroom or computer lab.

· Do not remove any supplies/equipment without the teacher’s approval.

	Peers & Yourself:
	· Work together as a team- that means that everyone participates. 

· Respect the ideas and opinions of others- stay positive and happy whenever you can manage it.

· Take responsibility for any classes that you miss this year- make up darkroom/studio time during open studio hours if necessary and actively seek extra help.

· Responsible and safe conduct toward yourself and others.

	Ethics:
	· Each student is responsible for his/her own work.  If you have anyone else do ANY part of your work for you, you will receive a ZERO on the assignment and may lose your credit.

· You may not take photographs of children without permission from their parents. Artwork may not include: Explicit Nudity, Violence, Drugs, Alcohol, or Profanity.

	Computers:
	· Students may not enter the computer lab or use computers without teacher permission.

· Again, no water, food or drinks are allowed in the computer lab

· Computers must strictly be used for school work.  No computer games, messaging, emails or firewall hacking.

· Be gentle- do not damage equipment.

· Place chairs under computer desks and maintain a clean working environment.  Remove any personal items/garbage when you leave the computer lab.
