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The Critique Process

Writing a Critique:

The following are some steps to help guide you through an artistic critique. Being by jotting down your ideas in point form, and then write a brief paragraph for each of the following steps. Be sure to edit and format your work before submitting it.
Step 1: Describe

· Describe what you see without judgment

· Describe the process of how it was constructed

· List all of the information in the credit line (artist, medium, size, year, etc.)

· Identify the key features of the piece

Step 2: Analyze 

· How is the work organized?

· What elements and principles did the artist use, and in what way?
Step 3: Interpret

· Elaborate on the what the features suggest
· Why did the artist use these features to convey their ideas?
· What is the artist trying to communicate?
· What feeling or mood is conveyed 
Step 4: Judge

· Is this a successful work of art?

· Identify the meaning of this work of art and its value to the art world.

· What is the purpose this was created? Does this artwork achieve its purpose?

· How would you alter this artwork to better achieve its purpose?

· How do you relate to the piece?

Step 5: Formatting

· Ensure that you have followed the APA formatting & citation guidelines, found at www.mrbignell.weebly.com
· Include a image of the piece you are critiquing in an appendix
