AVI 1OI Culminating Activity

Since there is no final exam in this course, your culminating activities are worth 30% of your final mark. Keep in mind that your project must be completed in the class periods given. 

In this project you will appropriate one major Canadian artwork provided by your teacher.

It is imperative that you read through the entire set of instructions and complete a rough sketch before beginning your good copy. Consider your placement of objects and which cards they will overlap into when creating your rough copy. Your rough copy paper should be 18”x12”, making the cards 6”x6”.
Step 1: Image Transfer & Division



Due: 






· Choose an image and divide it into 6 equal parts (3 x 2 squares), and ensure that all angles are square

· Do not draw directly on the provided images

· Once this gird is laid out, do a contour line drawing of your image onto larger paper. Remember to press lightly, as you will be erasing some of these lines and do not want to  scar the paper

· On the reverse side, draw your grid again and label each section “card a” – “card f” in the top left corner. Note, that your cards do not need to be in alphabetical order, you can randomize the cards to make your image unique.

· Your image transfer must be accurate and recognizable, and capture as much detail as possible
· Read over the entire set of instructions before continuing. With thoughtful planning, your personal elements overlap onto other cards and incorporate multiple shading and colouring techniques to one object

· From this point on, all rough work will be done lightly in graphite pencil and all good work will be done in pencil crayon

Card A: Form

· Somewhere on this card you must creatively incorporate a sphere with the landscape background

· The sphere can be altered into a unique representation of a sphere (ie. a lemonade stand), but it must remain spherical in form

· Your sphere must have the same light source as your landscape and shaded to look realistic

· The sphere must be shaded with a monochromatic colour scheme (which can be extended with white & black)

· The landscape must be shaded with an analogous colour scheme, based on the 12 colour wheel

· The colour of you monochromatic sphere may not be included in your analogous colour scheme

· On the back of the card, list the following information: your name, the date, analogous colours, monochromatic colour, original artist, title, medium and date

· Good copy paper will be 15”x10”, making the cards 5”x5”

Card B: Text

In the foreground of this card, you will have your name written in a unique font that you’ve designed

· Choose an existing font from the computer (be sure to consider the level of difficulty when choosing), type your name, and print it off

· Below the name you’ve printed from the computer, write you name in that font, altering it as you go

· This is an opportunity to incorporate any symbols that are personally significant

· Once you’ve designed your own font, you are to write your name in the foreground of Card B

· Use linear perspective to give your letters depth as individual letters and the angle of your name

· Give special attention to the accuracy of the lettering (height, shape, spacing etc.), Your name should fill 1/4 of the card

· Erase any landscape lines in the interior of your letters

· Use a gradient transition to colour your letters from dark to light

· The lighter and darker portion of your letters should coincide with your light source

· Colour the landscape with complementary colours. Use a value range of each colour to make the landscape appear three dimensional, and consider the principle of temperate colours to create depth

· On the back of your card, label the following: the date, complementary colours used in the landscape, the name of the font that inspired your font,  and the title of your new font

Card C: Texture

· In your sketchbook, design a fantasy creature in action (not sitting or sleeping, but moving)

· Create a contour line drawing of your creature on card C to block it in

· Your creature must be a minimum of 1/6th the size of this card

· Add contour lines to show texture. 50% of this box must show texture, grass, tree bark, scales, fur, etc.

· The landscape on this card must be coloured in earth tones, the creature may be coloured any way you’d like

· On the back of your card, label the following: the date, the colours used in your earth tone colour scheme

Card D: Shape






Due: 






· Incorporate a self-portrait where you are doing an action in this section (note, you can incorporate other objects to help your action)

· Your self portrait must be at least 1/6th the size of the card

· Be creative about how your placement or how you interact with your setting

· You must shade your self portrait realistically, with a full range of value, according to your light source

· The landscape must be coloured in flat, solid colours to appear as organic shapes

· These shapes may be outlined if you feel it will improve the presentation of this card

· On the back, label this card, “Card D: Shape” and the date

Card E: Intensity

· Incorporate a ribbon into the landscape of this card. The ribbon should twist, loop and tie around the features of the landscape

· The ribbon must take up 1/4 of the total card

· The ribbon will be coloured with high intensity and detail in the colour(s) of your choice

· You can transition between various to increase the complexity

· The landscape is to be coloured with the colour(s) of your choice with low intensity

· In both the ribbon and landscape, you may use as many colours as you wish, but make sure they blend together to achieve a three-dimensional appearance

· Label the back of this card as “Card E: Intensity”

Card F: Line






Due: 






· Your fantasy creature (from card C) is the guardian of a special, treasured object

· Your object must be integrated with the landscape (ie. partially hidden behind a tree), but visible enough that viewers can see it and identify what it is

· You may add additional objects or creatures on this card, but need approval from the teacher

· Your object is to be shaded in the colours of your choice, realistically, and according to the light source

· Use patterns made of line to shade the landscape, while maintaining the features of the original landscape

· 1/2 of this card must be patterned line

· Shade the background in whichever colours you choose to create a realistic, 3D setting

· Use a different colour of pencil crayon to create your various line patterns

· These patterns can be purely decorative, or be used to create value

· Label the back of this card: “Card F, Line,” and identify any treasured objects on the card

Submission:

On the due date for each card it is expected that you submit that card and all rough work pertaining to the card.
The due dates for individual cards are guidelines to keep you on track. Your “rough drawing” due date and “final due date” are absolute due dates on which your assignments need to be submitted. If you are away on a planned absence, you need to make other arrangements to submit your work. If your any component of your project is late it will be penalized 10% of the total mark.

Summative Written Critique
In the finishing stages of your culminating activity you are going to write a critique of your own work. You should use a new paragraph for each of the following steps.  Be sure to follow MLA formatting and refer to your piece and the work that inspired you by their titles. 

Step 1: Describe

· Describe what you see without judgment

· Describe the process of how it was constructed

· List all of the information in the credit line (artist, medium, size, year, etc.), and the information of the painting from which it was inspired

· Identify the key features of the piece

Step 2: Analyze 

· How is the composition organized?

· What elements and principles did you predominantly use, and in what way?

· What elements of the inspiration painting have been maintained?
Step 3: Interpret

· Elaborate on the what the features suggest
· Why did you use these features to convey your ideas?
· What does your drawing communicate to viewers?
· What feeling or mood is conveyed? What are the main elements that contribute to this mood? 
Step 4: Judge

· Is this a successful work of art? Why?

· Identify the meaning of this work of art and its value to the art world.

· What is the purpose this was created? Does this artwork achieve its purpose?

Step 5: Formatting

· Ensure that you have followed the MLA formatting & citation guidelines, found at www.mrbignell.weebly.com
Step 6: Edit

· Review your work and make sure that there are no grammatical or mechanical errors

· Reread your critique once more for content, ensure that you effectively explain your opinion

· If you’re unsure of your explanation, read the paper to a friend and get their feedback
