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Lord of the Flies  Dialogue Assignment

Dialogue is conversation between multiple characters. Firstly, it is vital to a story because it offers variety. Instead of relying solely on narration to tell a story, dialogue allows the writer to use characters to reveal important information in their conversations. Secondly, dialogue can help advance the plot as characters come into conflict with one another. Finally, it reveals the relationships among characters, and shows what they are like through spoken words that are unique to them. 

You are to write a passage of dialogue, assuming the voices of two or more characters from Lord of the Flies.  You may extend an existing piece of dialogue from the novel, create an omitted scene, or write dialogue, which occurs before or after the novel. Your dialogue will be written with a strong emphasis on your use of rhetorical and structural devices to build your characters’ voices. Your passage should imitate Golding’s writing style and diction as accurately as you can. Your final piece should be 150-200 words in length.
Success Criteria:

· Properly use quotation marks around the pieces of dialogue

· Integrate speaker tags

· Include a lead in and/or a lead out to the dialogue

· Add description in the narration to reveal details about setting, expressions, and actions.

· Begin and indent a new paragraph every time there is a new speaker

· Incorporate slang and punctuation to add variety

· Experiment with punctuation to show emotion, hesitation, pauses, etc.

Process:

1. Brainstorm: 

a. Which characters would you like to use, and what is the situation they’re in? 

b. How do you anticipate the dialogue to progress? 

c. How has the plot or characters changed during the duration of your dialogue?

2. Write a first draft. This should be written quickly to simply get your ideas onto paper. (Your work should not be perfect at this point)

3. Revise your first draft multiple times to ensure clarity, and that you have all of the success criteria listed above.

4. Proofread and Peer Edit your final draft.

a. Is the situation clear?

b. Is the language true to the character?

c. Are the tone and reason for it clear?

d. Is this piece grammatically correct? Are your divergences justified? 

5. Finally, give your work a title.
Submission:

Submit all of the above elements (brainstorm, edited rough copy, good copy) with the rubric and good copy on top following your presentation.
