Essay Deconstruction

The following steps are guidelines to help you analyze an essay and explain its significance, and relevance to audiences.

· Consider the title, comment on why it is effective
· Identify the point of view, does this provide any limitations or benefits to the article?
· Identify the tone of the article. What quotations or words are used to build this tone?
· Who is the intended audience? Consider the essay’s meaning to other demographics
· What is the thesis? How does the author support the thesis?

· React: do you agree or disagree with the thesis? Why?

· Inferences: What underlying assumptions does the author assume you’ll agree with? Should these be challenged? Why?
· Connect: Explain your position with self-text-world connections
· Identify any Rhetorical and Literary devices you find, and explain why the author uses them

· These can include: Allusion, hyperbole, metaphor, simile, repetition, dialogue, rhetorical question, alliteration, analogy, anecdote, etc.
· Identify any other examples of effective diction, and explain what they contribute to the essay

Your task is to use the guidelines above to write a formal analysis of your favourite TED talk thus far in the course. To conclude your analysis, you may make personal connections to react and connect to the thesis.

Your response should be MLA formatted and be 250-400 words in length. 
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
