Formatting:

· Have the name, date and teacher’s name in the top left corner of the first page

· Have your last name and page number in the top right corner of each page

· Have 1” margins

· Use proper formatting for Large Titles and “Small Titles”

· Use parenthetical references after quotations and paraphrases

· Contain a properly formatted works cited page

Structure:

· Introduce hooks the reader

· Introduce the topic generally before stating the thesis

· Clearly states the thesis and introduces 3 subtopics

· Follows the expository structure (point, proof, discussion)

· Integrate proof seamlessly

· Have discussion that relates the point to the thesis and audience

· Use the right transitions in the right places

· Restate the thesis and sum up arguments in the conclusion

· Generalize your argument and state its significance in a new way in the conclusion

Content:

· Have an interesting and clear thesis

· Provide well developed, logical arguments

· Provide arguments that relate to one another and support the thesis

Style:

· Use a formal tone?

· Hook the reader’s attention

· Organize the developing argument appropriately

· Check for mechanical errors (punctuation, spelling, grammar)

· Use the “Read Aloud” method to help
