5. Provide two examples of onomatopoeia used in the poem.  What do they add to the poem?

6. Who is Tim? How does the description of him add to the creation of suspense in the poem?

7. Describe the central conflict of the narrative?  How is it resolved?

8. How is the outcome of the narrative foreshadowed earlier in the poem?

9. Find two examples of repetition and explain what each adds to the poem.

10. Identify and explain the effectiveness of one simile used in the poem.

11. What is the main theme/message of the poem?  How do you know?

1. Write a summary of the poem’s storyline.

2. What is the tone of the poem?  What words or phrases in the poem suggest this tone?

3. How has the poet used assonance?  Why is it effective?

4. Provide an example of personification used in the poem.

5. Describe the structure of the poem and comment upon its effectiveness.

6. Provide two examples of effective diction and explain why each is effective.

7. What do colloquialism and slang add to the poem?

8. Provide examples of each of the following.  Explain why each example is an effective addition to the poem in creating tone or mood, developing character or revealing theme).

4. Describe the atmosphere.  Provide at least two specific quotations from the story that reveal this.

5. Describe the main conflict in the story and explain how it is resolved. Identify the type of conflict.
6. How are suspense and foreshadowing created? Identify 2 specific elements of suspense and provide two quotations.
7. How has the writer used irony effectively in story?

8. Select one character.  Describe him/her and identify personality traits.  Support your answer with evidence from the text.
9. Create a plot graph of the story. Include all elements, and identify a specific moment for the climax.
“Stones” page 69 – Short Story
1. Compare the descriptions of the two women’s laughter in paragraph three.  Explain how the similes capture the personalities of each of these characters.

2. Explain how the reader’s feelings about the narrator change from the first paragraph of the story to the end.  Explain the reasons for the change in feelings.

3. List symbols in the story that show the contrast between the haves and the have-nots.

4. State the theme of the story and show how it is seen through events in the story.  

5. Describe the setting.  Explain why it is important in relation to character, plot and theme.

6. Describe the tone created by the author’s choice of words.

“The Nest”   - Short Story

1. Describe one conflict in the story and explain how it is resolved.

2. Identify a simile on page 80 and explain what it contributes to the character development.

3. What atmosphere is created in the story?  How is it created?

4. Why does Mrs. Swanson dislike Paul?  Is her opinion fair?  Why or why not?

5. What realization does Jimmy make about his mother at the end of the story?  Why does it disturb him so much?

6. State the significance of the title of the story.

“The Mistake”  page 132 – Short Story

1. Describe the situation presented in the story.

2. Why did Archimedes, Newton and Galileo dislike the present times?

3. Why did the scientist think Shakespeare would be able to adapt to modern life?

4. Explain the irony of the ending.
