· First, identify both sides of the controversy you have chosen.

· Secondly, explain your position in the controversy with references to specific events for support. 

· This is the body of your letter and should be the longest portion.

· Remember to separate ideas into paragraphs.

· Finish with a clear call to action (steps your family should take next), and sign your letter as your character. 

Editing:

· Review Block Letter Formatting and make sure your letter is formatted appropriately

· Your letter should be 200-250 words in length, and contain a word count in brackets at the bottom of the letter. You may need to ensure arguments are concisely worded, and limit any summary to reach this word count.
