Civics Campaign for a Cause:

Step 1: Research

Choose a cause (an NGO, issue, or charity) that you think will better your world. Choose one that interests you, as it will be the foundation of your FFP summative. Once you’ve chosen one, use the following instructions to guide your research:

· What’s the problem? Why is this a cause your audience must know about?

· Find out what the organization does and who gives them funding.

· Discuss problems and successes associated with the organization.

· Outline the organization’s size, number of workers, and what makes it a great organization.
· Find out where their donations are spent.
· Determine how the public can best contribute to this cause.

Step 2: Create and Persuade
Create an advertising campaign and raise money or resources for one of the following organizations. Your campaign can be in a number of formats (video, website, radio, music, blogs, podcast, news article, or anything else you can think of).
1. Think about the type of media you are working with and the audience of that media.  What is the best way to engage that audience?  What would they want to see?

2. Design a media work that gets the message across about your issue.  Make it creative, with a strong tone and make it effective.  The media should show enthusiasm, attention to detail and strong communication skills.
3. You will be presenting this to your peers, so make sure you keep it persuasive and appropriate.
Step 3: Present

You will be responsible for presenting your idea and media product to the class, who will be your audience.  The media and persuasion needs to have a significant impact on them. The other members of the class will evaluate the effectiveness of your media and persuasion. Your presentation should include:

· An introduction of yourself and your cause

· Presentation of your media piece

· Explanation of your creative decisions

· Purposeful audience interaction

· 5-7 minutes in length
Careers Report: 

Personal Management, Exploration of Opportunities, & Preparation for Transitions & Change

Step 1: Research
For this section your goal is to investigate careers related to your cause, and elaborate on one specifically. Research is key in this independent inquiry, and an interview with someone in the position you’re researching will be an incredible asset. 

· Introduce the job, what duties does it entail? 

· What is the career path for this job? What skills / experience / education is required?

· What personality traits would help someone excel in this positions?

· What compensation (level of pay / benefits) does this position provide?

· How can a high school student begin getting experience for this position?

· Provide a Works Cited with your report.

Step 2: Written Report

You’re to write a 3-5 page report that examines your research and presents your findings in a coherent and visual manner. Your report must answer the questions above, be formatted in an aesthetic manner (not necessarily MLA), and be complete with a works cited. You will have the choice between several written and creative assignments and you will create a Book fair presentation that will be presented on

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Part A: Response Journals and Reading Log 
Your response journal is a place for you to explore what meaning the book has for you and to demonstrate your personal engagement with the text.
Task:
1. Divide your novel into three sections. After you complete each section, stop and reflect on your reading and write a response journal.

2. Each response journal should be one page in length (minimum, single spaced).

3. Your response journal should relate to the text make reference to the text (quotes), communicate your ideas clearly, and relate to your life experiences (making connections with the text)

4. You should be keeping a reading log the entire tine you are reading the novel. Make sure that you create an entry ever time you read a passage. This will help you keep track of what you have read and will aid you in completing other assignments.
Part B: Bookfair Written and Creative Assignments
As part of your final evaluation, you will be required to participate in a book fair 




. The actual written portion of your book fair will be due the day before your presentation. Once you have completed your novel, you are required to complete thee separate assignments listed below. In both category two and three, you are to select only ONE of the options listed.

Give some thought to the choices you make, as not all choices will relate to all books. Be sure to also read over the rubric for further ideas and expectations.

Category One: (Everyone MUST do this portion)
A polished journal response. Your journal should be based on the connections between your independent novel and one of the novels or plays that we read in class. The connections can be between themes, characters, setting, time period or anything else that you see as a relevant connection.

Category Two: (You must select ONE of the activities)

1. The protagonist of your book is celebrating a birthday. Make a list of five gifts that you could give them. For each gift, write a well-developed paragraph where you examine why the gift would be appropriate. You should also make specific reference to the book to explain the gifts appropriateness. Each paragraph should be approximately 250 words in length.

2. The protagonist of your book regularly writes to someone who may or may not be a character in the story. In the letters, the protagonist may briefly describe events, but the emphasis will be on their thoughts/feelings/reactions and ideas. Write three of these letters and each should be between 300-500 words.

3. An important character from one of your books meets a major character from either Romeo and Juliet, or Lord of the Flies. Write a script of the dialogue that these characters would have. You must also provide detailed stage directions and be certain that each individual remains the same character. You will need at least 20 pieces of dialogue per character.

4. Write three newspaper articles about three separate incidents which occur in your book, The events will need to be from your book and must be newsworthy. The articles should follow proper newspaper format and be between 3OO-5OO words.

Category Three: (You must select ONE of the activities)
1. Create either a full-page magazine advertisement or poster that advertises the movie version of one of your books. Consider things such as colour, format, layout, and graphics. On the back, include a paragraph explaining the arrangement, pictures and layout of your poster and its connections to the novel/film.

2. Create a soundtrack for your novel and CD cover. Choose 10 songs that you think would be in a movie version of your book. For each song you choose, explain in several sentences at what point it will be played and why it is appropriate.

3. Design a new front cover for your novel. Consider graphics, font, and layout. In a paragraph, explain how your cover reflects your novel.

Part C: Bookfair Presentation

The goal of this presentation is to convince your classmates to read (or not read!) the book you chose. Your presentation should be approximately 5-7 minutes and should include the following:

1. Introduce the title and author of the book, the main characters and provide a very brief plot summary. The plot summary should be used to provide a bit of information about the book to your audience. Remember to keep it brief!

2. Make a connection to our world: Find a newspaper article, TV clip, or move clip that connects to the THEME or your book. Thinks about HOW it connects.

3. Create a visual: Create some kind of visual aid to help you during your presentation. This could be a poster, PowerPoint, prop, etc.

4. Explain why you did or did not enjoy the book. Remember you are trying to “sell” the book to your audience.
