Your first card: (The heart pop-up)

You will need: Card template, tissue paper, two red strips and anything else you’d like to add to personalize your card.

Step 1:

Fold the card in half.

Step 2:

Cut the solid lines of your template out, leaving dotted lines intact.

Step 3: 
Fold the dotted lines for heart to pop-out.

Step 4:

Once your template is created, use the materials created to design the 

inside of the card.

Step 5: 
Once this is finished, glue a second sheet over the cover to hide the 

original pop-up cuts.

Step 6: 
Glue the two red strips on the top and bottom of the card to give it 

structural support.

Step 7: 
Design the outside of the card as desired to personalize it for the recipient.

Step 1: 
Draw 5 thumbnail designs for each card (10 in total) and have the 

design you choose approved by the teacher before starting.

Step 2: 
Do a coloured, annotated sketch for each approved card.  Show these 



sketches to the teacher before beginning your card.

Step 3: 
Cut a 5” x 8” strip of paper, and fold in half to give you a 5” x 4” card.
