Chris Creed : Issue Research, Collage & Oral Assignment

After discussing how the elements of design are used to attract specific target audiences, you and a partner will be researching an issue relevant to teenagers. You will then give an informative oral presentation on your topic, accompanied by a collage and properly formatted Works Cited page.

Available Themes:
Choose one of the following themes to focus your project:

· Bullying

· Gossip

· Parenting

· Adolescence

· Social cliques 

· Representations of identity

· Mystery genre

· Social media

· Other (teacher approved)

Research & Planning:

· Begin by researching your topic. Learn as much as you can about it, and how it affects teenagers.

· Find various articles on the topic (keep in mind that you need a minimum of three entries on your works cited)

· Note that the novel can be one of your resources

· All sources must be reliable (no Wikipedia, etc.)

· You must have a minimum of one non-fiction example to analyze in your presentation

· Once you’ve found some relevant articles, develop a thesis for your presentation

Note: At the end of your first research class you must submit your planning sheet.

Oral Presentation:

You will be presenting your collage to the class in a 5-7 minute oral presentation. When planning, give extra consideration to ways in which you will hold the audience’s attention. Please include the following:

· An introduction that identifies yourself, your theme, and its relation to your audience

· A clear thesis (your opinion about the topic)

· Clear points and proof to support your thesis

· A summary of a non-fiction example to illustrate your argument

· Discuss the collage, explain the creative decisions you’ve made

· State the quotations that you’ve chosen and explain their significance

· Explain how it appeals to the target audience

· Conclude your presentation with some insightful thoughts about your theme

Collage Instructions:

Your collage must include the following:

· One or two perspectives on an identifiable theme

· Appeal towards a specific audience

· Whether you are making a 2D or 3D collage, it must be a minimum size of 8.5 x 11”

· Your collage should be shaped to suit your theme

· A creative layout of a minimum of 10 images

· Images can be from a number of resources: magazine, internet, etc.

· A minimum of 5 quotations integrated into the creative layout

· Minimum of 3 from the novel

· Use your reader’s notes to help find quotations

· Minimum of 2 from outside sources

· Parenthetical references and a works cited attached to the back of the collage for your quotations
