3. CULMINATING ACTIVITY – REPORT or ESSAY

· The Culminating Activity requires you to write a report or essay.  Explain your approach to this report format as compared to the previous report done in the Technology or Horror unit.  

· What errors did you make on the previous assignment that you tried to change on this one?  

· How did you more effectively cite and use information?  

4. CULMINATING ACTIVITY – ORAL 

· The Culminating Activity requires you to make an oral presentation to the class.  When do you present and how will you need to be ready on that day?  

· What is the question you intend to answer?  

· How are you going to answer this question in a way that engages the class?

5. CULMINATING ACTIVITY – VISUAL ESSAY or BROCHURE
· The Culminating Activity requires you to create a visual essay or informational brochure.  Describe some of the good and bad examples you’ve seen.
· What do you consider to be the most important part of a visual essay?  

· How is your visual essay going to create interest or be persuasive?

6. COURSE OVERALL – YOUR OPINION
· What changes would you like to be made to this course?  Why?

· What do you think worked well in this course?  What will you remember as being a positive learning experience?  Explain why.
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
