Correct M.L.A. formatting must contain the following elements.

· Left align the following information at the beginning of your document (in place of a title page)

· Full Name
· Course Code
· Date Submitted

· Teacher’s Name

· Title centered

· Double Spaced

· Last Name and Page Number right aligned in the header

· 1 inch margins (top, bottom, right and left)

· Parenthetical documentation

· Works Cited attached to the end of the good copy

· See online documentation guides for further instructions

· PHS' Step-by-Step MLA Works Cited Instructions
· Size 12 Font

· Arial or Times New Roman (traditional, legible) font face

· Italicize major works

· “quotations” for minor works
