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Monologue Assignment

A monologue is a long speech by one character. You are to write a monologue (using a fist person narrator), which could be a part of a longer creative piece that you’re working on. It must be a minimum of 150 words in length, and be a well-edited, polished piece.

In the monologue your goal is to create a distinct character and situation that’s revealed to the reader. The speaker’s emotions, tone and personality should be clearly displayed. Give extra consideration to your use of rhetorical and structural devices to build your character’s voice. 

Suggested Voices:

Fisherman, politician, mother, teenage sales clerk, host or hostess, police officer, a guilty child, a guilty spouse, a person about to propose, an elderly person, a pampered pet, a ghost, a famous historical figure, or any other teacher approved choice. 

Instructions:

1. Listen to the monologue example provided by your teacher (Stuart Maclean The Vinyl Cafe)
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Brainstorm your own character, situation, and atmosphere for your monologue

3. Develop the character; what will make them unique? Will audiences find them likable, dislikable? How will you achieve this connection with your audience? 
4. Write your rough copy
5. Proofread and Peer Edit
a. Is the situation clear?

b. Is the language true to the character?

c. Are the tone and reason for it clear?

d. Is this piece grammatically correct? Are your divergences justified? 

6. Write a good copy and give it a title
