The first paragraph of a newspaper article which contains the important information, the 5Ws. 

Byline- 

The name of the author located near the top of an article.

Caption- 
An explanation of a picture, usually placed below the picture. 

Paragraphs-
Paragraphs in a news article should be brief. 

Quotations-
Reporters interview witnesses and experts and add quotations in their exact words. Since there may not be room to write everything said, a reporter may state someone’s thoughts and refer to them. 

Facts-

Every news article includes simple, true statement about what happened.

THE INVERTED PYRAMID:


The lead – the most important information (containing the 5w’s)

Conclude with the least important information
