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Mixing Paint 

After being shown how to care for paint supplies and mix paints, it’s your turn. You are to create the following and have them checked before moving onto your portrait:

1. TWO 7-Step, Monochromatic Value Scales

· You will need one colour (preferably dark), black, and white paint

· In your sketchbook, use masking tape and the blocking technique to make sure your scale has crisp, clean edges

· Start with your pure hue in the middle of the scale, and add small amounts of white to lighten your paint for each step in one direction

· Repeat the previous step with black paint to darken your paint in the other direction

· When finished, you must have 7 definite steps in each value scale

· Wait for the paint to dry before removing the masking tape

2. A Gradual, Monochromatic Value Scale

· When your paint dries, you will be transforming one of your 7-step value scales into a gradual value scale

· Mix your values once again, this time try to get values that are in-between your steps. 

· When you are satisfied with your transitional colour, add it to your scale in-between the two solid steps.  

· Continue this process until you are left with a smooth, gradual value scale.

3. The 12-Step Colour Wheel

· Finally, when your scales are done you are going to create a colour wheel

· Refer to your “Colour Theory” note if you need to know all the colours

· Paint each colour in a solid square (about 1” x 1” in size) in your sketchbook

· When you have finished and all of your colours are dry, cut out each square (for crisp, clean edges)

· Make sure each square is the same size

· On a new page, use a compass to draw your colour wheel

· Once your wheel is done, paste your colour squares on the wheel in the appropriate order

· Give the page a title and you’re done!
