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Painted Self Portrait 

In this assignment you will be painting a self-portrait based on your school photo.

Rough Work:

· Once you are given your photo, outline 5-10 different values with contour lines

· Have your contour line drawing approved by the teacher before transferring the image

· Transfer the image to a new sheet of paper in your sketchbook, outlining all of the different values

· Use graphite or conté to transfer the image

· Clean up the image (erase any smudging)

· Colour your new image with pencil crayon according to a colour scheme

· Either monochromatic, complementary, or analogous

· Start with the lightest tints, and then build into your dark shades

Good Copy:

· Do not begin your good copy without your coloured drawing and painted colour theory being approved

· Add some more graphite or conté to the back of your contour line drawing and transfer the image onto card stock

· Apply a coloured wash to the cardstock for a basecoat

· Paint each section of the portrait with flat, greyscale tones

· Use a test strip when matching tones

· Once every isolated section of the portrait is complete, layer paint on lines to smoothly blend each isolated area of the portrait together

· You should have 3-4 layers when finished

· Use different brush strokes to achieve appropriate textures

· Finally, add a coloured background to finish the painting
