Answer the following questions about your personality type.

1. What is your personality type? Describe the specific attributes in 4-5 sentences.

2. What parts of this description do you think applies to you, why?

3. What parts of this description do you disagree with, why?

4. What important parts of your personality were left out of your description? Explain why they are an important part of who you are.
