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FFP Summative

The following is an outline for the FFP Summative. It incorporates Civics, Careers, and English. 

Civics Campaign for a Cause:

Informed Citizenship, Purposeful Citizenship, Active Citizenship
Step 1: Research

Choose a cause (an NGO, issue, or charity) that you think will better your world. Choose one that interests you, as it will be the foundation of your FFP summative. Once you’ve chosen one, use the following instructions to guide your research:

· What’s the problem? Why is this a cause your audience must know about?

· Find out what the organization does and who gives them funding.

· Discuss problems and successes associated with the organization.

· Outline the organization’s size, number of workers, and what makes it a great organization.
· Find out where their donations are spent.
· Determine how the public can best contribute to this cause.

Step 2: Create and Persuade
Create an advertising campaign and raise money or resources for one of the following organizations. Your campaign can be in a number of formats (video, website, radio, music, blogs, podcast, news article, or anything else you can think of).
1. Think about the type of media you are working with and the audience of that media.  What is the best way to engage that audience?  What would they want to see?

2. Design a media work that gets the message across about your issue.  Make it creative, with a strong tone and make it effective.  The media should show enthusiasm, attention to detail and strong communication skills.
3. You will be presenting this to your peers, so make sure you keep it persuasive and appropriate.
Step 3: Present

You will be responsible for presenting your idea and media product to the class, who will be your audience.  The media and persuasion needs to have a significant impact on them. The other members of the class will evaluate the effectiveness of your media and persuasion. Your presentation should include:

· An introduction of yourself and your cause

· Presentation of your media piece

· Explanation of your creative decisions

· Purposeful audience interaction

· 5-7 minutes in length
Careers Report: 

Personal Management, Exploration of Opportunities, & Preparation for Transitions & Change

Step 1: Research
For this section your goal is to investigate careers related to your cause, and elaborate on one specifically. Research is key in this independent inquiry, and an interview with someone in the position you’re researching will be an incredible asset. 

· Introduce the job, what duties does it entail? 

· What is the career path for this job? What skills / experience / education is required?

· What personality traits would help someone excel in this positions?

· What compensation (level of pay / benefits) does this position provide?

· How can a high school student begin getting experience for this position?

· Provide a Works Cited with your report.

Step 2: Written Report

You’re to write a 3-5 page report that examines your research and presents your findings in a coherent and visual manner. Your report must answer the questions above, be formatted in an aesthetic manner (not necessarily MLA), and be complete with a works cited. For more information on report writing, visit Mr. Bignell’s Website.
English Options (3 of 5):
Oral Communication, Reading & Literature, Writing, & Media
Choose 3 of the following 5 options to demonstrate your understanding of the English curriculum, while focusing on your cause.

1.  Original Poem or Song with Analysis
· Write an original poem or song.

· Consider and use the forms of poetry, poetic devices, and the elements of rhetoric that are appropriate for your subject. 

· Once written do a poetic deconstruction, identifying poetic devices and elements of rhetoric that you’ve used, and explain why they’re effective. (Print off your poem and write on it, this should be messy)

· Finally, write a formal, one page analysis of your poem that elaborates on your messy deconstruction

2. Educational Manifesto
A Utopia is someone’s conception of the perfect society. You’re to write a manifesto that describes the ideal education system. Elaborate and explain how you can change your current schooling to fit this ideal. Finally, include at least 5 normative statements.  
· Consider how far away we currently are from your description of idealism, how do we get there? What should average people do? 

· You need to demonstrate an understanding of literary devices and persuasive language.
· Your manifesto must be 1-2 pages in length.
3. News Report or Magazine Article
· Review the formative feedback and organization methods that you received on your last article.
· Create an informative article highlighting key problems and solutions for your cause.
· Inform readers on how they can contribute to your cause.

· Include a picture with caption.

· Your article must be 1-2 in length.
4. Letter to an MP or MPP

· Review letter formatting.

· Write a letter to your Local Counselor, MPP, or MP that explains your cause and asks for their support

· Use persuasive rhetoric. 

· Include a call to action, outlining practical steps you’d like them to do. 
5. TED Talk Review
· Choose a TED talk to review

· Write a 1-2 page review that critically analyzes the talk.

· Provide a brief (1 paragraph) summary of the TED talk.

· Use the Essay Deconstruction handout to guide your analysis.

· Provide a numerical rating (ie. 4/5 stars) with justification in your conclusion.
