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Poetry Presentation

You are going to choose one poem or song that you relate to and present it to the class orally. After your presentation and peer-feedback, you will reflect on the presentation in a metacognitive paragraph.

Presentation Preparation:
1. Use the library and internet sources to find a poem or song that you particularly like. 

Note: the poem must be appropriate for the classroom (no cursing).

2. Copy out the piece that you’ve selected.

3. Research the poet/artist and prepare a brief biography to share with the class.

4. Analyze the piece you’ve selected. Include the following elements, and provide one line to support each topic:

a. The central theme or message (supported with details from the piece)

b. The mood and tone

c. Three poetic devices used in the piece and an explanation of what they contribute to the overall meaning or effect of the piece

d. An explanation of why you personally like the poem/song. Reference the message, topic, language, or poetic elements in your explanation

5. Create a visual media piece to aid your presentation. This could be an overhead, poster, PowerPoint, etc.. Note that if you choose to incorporate technology, you are responsible to ensure it works before your presentation. Also, anything using a computer must be stored on a data key so it can be loaded promptly for the sake of time.

6. Present the poem/song to the class in a 4-5 minute presentation. Begin with a dramatic reading of the piece (or play a portion of the song). Include the biography and analysis in your presentation. 

7. Practice to ensure you have the appropriate presentation skills and length.

On Presentation Day:
For each presentation that you watch you must write down the following on a lined sheet of paper:

· The presenter’s name and the title of their piece

· 2 strengths of the presenter (could be related to content or presentation skills)

· 1 area for improvement of the presenter

When all the presentations have concluded you will cut out everyone’s information and give it to him or her. After reading the feedback from your peers, you are responsible for writing a metacognitive paragraph on oral presentations. In this paragraph you must consider your strengths and weaknesses, and how you will improve for the culminating activities.
