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Manifesto: a public declaration of intentions, opinions, objectives, or motives, as one issued by a government, sovereign, or organization.
Normative statements: affirm how things should or ought to be, how to value them, which things are good or bad, which actions are right or wrong. For example: "schools should fully embrace the benefits of digital culture by digitizing all print matter and converting traditional libraries to museums (with coffee shops)." 
Utopia is a conception of the perfect society. Utopian fiction outlines the blueprints on how society, government, etc. should be structured.
Instructions:

Write your personal manifesto that outlines the roles and responsibilities of some of the following: citizens, social classes, politicians, judicial systems, business, or the government. If you try to encompass all of these, you will not be able to elaborate your justification. Choose 2-3 and explain how they ought to run in your utopia. 

Your manifesto should include the following: 

· How far away we currently are from your description of idealism, how do we get there? What should average people do? 

· You need to demonstrate an understanding of literary devices and persuasive language.
· Your manifesto must be 2-3 pages in length, MLA formatting.

· You may include references to non-fictional examples, or examples in Civic Mirror. 

· Include a properly formatted Works Cited for your references
