Step 1: Finding a Passage

With the help of your teacher and other students reading your novel, you will select a passage that: exemplifies a major theme in your novel, conveys a strong and clear mood, and contains the required literary and structural devices to complete the prose analysis.

Step 2: Analyze the Passage
Your purpose is to examine your author’s use of elements to arrive at a dominant impression (overall mood). 

A) Introduction: In your introduction state the author, title, purpose, and place the passage in the context
of the novel. 
· Your THESIS should explain the author’s overall purpose for this passage
B) Body Paragraph 1: Examine the writer's effective use of DICTION, providing 3 specific words / phrases, and explain the affect achieved. Consider how the author’s perspective, character, and tone are created through your examples.
C) Body Paragraph 2: Discuss the author’s use of LITERARY DEVICES (choose 3 of the following: simile, metaphor, personification, repetition, alliteration, cacophony, assonance) providing examples and stating their effect. 
D) Body Paragraph 3: Discuss the STRUCTURE of the passage, considering syntax, punctuation, sentence variety, and any other devices in your voice note. Consider the effect of each device on the overall passage.
E) Conclusion: How does this passage enhance one of the major THEMES in the novel? Reference your previous analysis to support your answer.
Step 3: Outline, Write & Edit your Essay

Outline your essay using a format that works for you (graphic organizer, point form, etc.). Ensure that you follow the structure and contain all of the elements described in step 2. Once outlined, type and double-space your essay.
