The Reading Questions:

· There are open-response and multiple choice questions.

· Questions ask you to:

· Show understanding of directly stated information.

· Show understanding of indirectly stated information.

· Make connections between information and ideas in the reading section and your personal knowledge and experience.

· You will read: information paragraphs, news reports, dialogues, real-life narratives and graphic selections.

· Reading selections will be different lengths – from a single paragraph to two pages.

Tips for Reading:

· Plan your time so that you complete all sections of the test.

· Answer all of the questions; you will not be penalized for trying.

· Read the questions first. This will help you predict what the reading section is about.

· Read each section carefully.

· Underline or highlight important information as you read.

· Look for links between what you are reading and the experiences you’ve had. Use these links to make sense of what you are reading.

· If you don’t understand: look for a root word that you know within the larger word and read to the end of the sentence and look for clues to its meaning. Try treading the sentences before and after the sentence to see if you can find meaning from the context.

· If a long sentence confuses you, reread it and try to put it into your own words.

· If you’re having trouble understanding an idea, read on until meaning becomes clearer or stop and reread.

· When reading graphic sections (charts, diagrams, maps), scan the selection, then read the question.

· Refer to the selection when answering the questions.
Tips for Open Response Reading Questions

· Read and reread the question carefully. Answer in full sentences. 

· Answer in correctly written sentences. 

· The space given shows the length of the answer that is expected. 

· Keep your answer within the six lines provided. 

· Be sure to write enough information to show that you understand the reading selection. 

· Answer the questions using specific and relevant details and information from the reading selections. 

· Reread your answers and correct any errors you notice. 

· You may answer in point form with single words or phrases.

· Your writing skills are not being marked in this section. Your reading skills are being marked in this section.

· Include enough clearly stated information to show your understanding
the reading selection.

Tips for Multiple Choice Reading Questions: 

· Choose the best or most correct answer for each question.

· Read the four answers and rule out any that are obviously incorrect. 

· If necessary, reread the relevant parts of the selection to choose the best or most correct answer. 

· Circle the letter next to the answer you choose.

· If you wish to change your answer, put an X through your first choice and circle your final choice.

· If you circle more than one answer and do not put an X through one of the circles, the question will be scored as incorrect.
