Art Movement Research Brochure

For this assignment you will research an art movement, identifying specific values and major artists and critics. You will then use this information to create a tri-fold, informational brochure on your specific art movement.

Research:

· Choose a specific art movement in which you’re interested.

· Consult your teacher on the movement of your choice before beginning your research.

· Complete three “Art Source Worksheets” to help you answer the following questions:

· What are the values of the artistic  movement?

· Who were the critics? What do they think defines “Fine Art”?

· Which major works are iconographic for this movement?

· Note that all sources must be credible (Wikipedia is not an option). You may use the internet and print.

Brainstorm:
Determine which information is most important, to determine where in the brochure it belongs. Important information deserves the most viewed parts of the brochure, while less important information follows. Refer to Figure 1 to determine the importance of a page in the tri-fold brochure.
· Determine the principles of your artistic movement.
· Decide which works of art are most important to your movement and should be featured in the brochure.
· Critique each work of art according to the principles of the movement, and your own opinion. 
Rough Copy:
Complete the “Brochure Planning Template” and have it checked by your teacher before proceeding with your good copy. Be sure to include the following in your brochure:

· An intriguing title page.

· A summary of your artistic movement.

· The artistic values of the movement.

· Images of 3 major works from the movement accompanied by captions that state the artist, title and year.

· A personal critique of one (minimum) of the artworks.

· Explain how this contributes to the values of the artistic movement and society.

· Review the critique process if necessary (found at http://MrBignell.weebly.com) 

· Coordinate colours, backgrounds, fonts, etc. to create a coherent theme for your brochure.

· An MLA formatted works cited on the back of the tri-fold.
