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Sketchbook Extra: The Magazine Portrait

To continue to practice drawing portraiture you may do this extra assignment in your sketchbook. 

· Find a magazine picture of a close-up of a celebrity’s face you wish to draw, where they are facing the camera.

· Cut the page out of the magazine, and cut the picture in half (down the middle of the celebrity’s face).

· Use a glue stick to paste the cutout into your sketchbook. Retain the other half to reference while you are drawing.

· Freehand draw the missing half of the celebrity’s face, use the guidelines given in class to lightly sketch out the various facial features (eyes, nose, mouth, etc.).

· Once you have a light outline use graphite pencil to add value, working from light to dark.

· When your drawing is completed, finish the background.

· Keep the original drawing with your image for submission, incase it was disproportioned in the magazine’s editing stages.
