The elements of the story that you will be tracking are:

· Character Development

· Setting & Atmosphere
	· Literary Devices

· Themes

· Significant Quotations




Devote one page of lined paper to each element. By the time you are finished, it should be filled front and back (if you are typing your notes, 1 page is sufficient).

Your entries should be in point form, and contain the following:

· The page number

· A brief summary of the event

· Analysis of the significance of the event

Tips: 

· Reader’s Notes CAN ask questions, so if you’re unsure about something or want to know more about a situation, jot it down!

· Colour-code reader’s notes according to the topics below so it’s easier to sort information later.

· Be sure to CAPITALIZE or draw attention to character names in some other way so it’s easy to find this information later.
