3. Read three urban legends of your choice. Discuss which is your favourite and why. Identify an example of each of the following elements in your legend:

a. Atmosphere

b. Suspense

c. Irony

4. With the members of your group, write your own urban legend. Be sure to include a surprising twist and play on the fears of your audience. Your urban legend should be 250-500 words, doublespaced (1-2 pages). Be sure to establish a distinct atmosphere, create suspense and irony in your story.
